V roce 1962 absol-
vovala studium ar-
chitektury na Ces-
kém vysokém ucenf
technickém v Praze
a dale pokracovala
v postgradudlnim
studiu na mistrovské skole architektury na Akademii vytvarnych
uméni, kde pod vedenim profesora Jaroslava Fragnera dokonci-
la studium v roce 1967. Od roku 1964 pracovala jako architektka
v Ustavu bytové a odévni kultury v Praze. DlleZity zlom v jejim zi-
voté nastal, kdyZ v roce 1968 odcestovala na stdZz do Londyna atam
ji zastihla sovétska okupace Ceskoslovenska. Studijni pobyt se ne-
ocekdvané prodlouZil na neurcito, a prestoze dnes Eva Jificna pra-
cuje po celém svété a ¢asto se pracovné vracii do Ceské republiky,
jejim domovem se stal od této doby pravé Londyn.

V Londyné pracovala jako architektka ve firméch Louis de Soissons
Partnership a Richard Rogers Partnership avroce 1973 ziskala vliast-
ni autorizaci — Diploma in Architecture od Royal Institute of British
Architects. Od roku 1982 je feditelkou vlastni kancelare se sidlem
v Londyné - Eva Jiricna Architects Ltd. V roce 1999 zaloZila s archi-
tektem Petrem Vagnerem prazskou kancelar Al-Design, s.r. 0.

Mezi vyznamné autorské realizace Evy Jificné patfi autobusovy
termindl Canada Water nebo stavebni a interiérové Gpravy Victo-
ria & Albert Museum v Londyné&, dale pak napfiklad dnes uz ikonické
interiéry obchodnich firem Boodles nebo Harrods. Jeji vyznamné
soudobé realizace a projekty najdeme nastéstiiv Ceské republice:
napriklad hi-tech konstrukci Oranzerie na PraZzském hradé, hotel
Josefv Praze, Kongresové centrum nebo komplex Univerzity Toma-
Se Bati ve ZIing, soukromé residence, interiéry a mnoho dalsich. Za
svoji architektonickou tvorbu obdrzela Eva Jificnd desitky svéto-
vychiceskych cen a vyznamendani, mj. nékolika cen Grand Prix Ces-
ké Obce architektl. V roce 1996 ji byl za zasluhy v oblasti designu
udélen Rad britského impéria.

Eva Jificna je také vyznamnou pedagogickou osobnosti. Byla hos-
tujici profesorkou na univerzitdch Harward, Royal College of Arts,
Bartlett School of Architecture, od roku 1993 do roku 2006 pak rad-
nou profesorkou a vedouci ateliéru architektury na Vysoké skole
uméleckoprimyslové v Praze. Kromé mnoZstvi ocenéni za archi-
tekturu je Eva Jifi¢na nositelkou nékolika ¢estnych doktordtd za-
hrani¢nich i ¢eskych univerzit.

Ceské vysoké uceni technické v Praze udé&luje estny titul ,Doctor
honoris causa” architektce a profesorce Evé Jifi¢né jako poctu a vy-
raz Ucty jeji celozivotni architektonické tvorbé a mnohaleté peda-
gogické ¢innosti v oblasti architektury.
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Inlight of her world-
wide prominence,
Eva Jificnd is un-
doubtedly the First
Lady of Czech Archi-
tecture.

She graduated from
her architectural stu-
dies at the Czech
Technical University
inPraguein 1962 and
continued in post-
graduate studies
at the Master's School of Architecture at the Prague Academy
of Fine Arts, where she completed her studies in 1967 under the
supervision of professor Jaroslav Fragner. From 1964 she worked
as an architect for the Institute of Housing and Clothing Culture
in Prague. A crucial milestone in her life occurred when she left
for an internship in London in 1968 and her study stay was un-
expectedly extended indefinitely due to the Soviet occupation of
Czechoslovakia. Since then, although Eva Jifi¢na currently works
all over the world and is frequently also in the Czech Republic on
business, itis London that has become her home.

In London she worked as an architect, first as an associate in the
Louis de Soissons Partnership and Richard Rogers Partnership. In
1973 she obtained her own authorization —a Diploma in Architec-
ture from the Royal Institute of British Architects. Since 1982 she
has been the manager of herown London-based studio called Eva
Jifiéna Architects Ltd. In cooperation with the architect Petr Vag-
nershe founded their Prague office in 1999, called Al-Design, s.r.o.

Eva Jifi¢nd's significant architectural commissions include the
Canada Water bus station, the construction and interior remo-
delling of the Victoria & Albert Museum in London, and the ico-
nic design of Boodles and Harrods shop interiors. Some of her
present-day projects can, fortunately, also be found in the Czech
Republic: The hi-tech construction of the Royal Garden Orangery
at Prague Castle, Josef Hotel in Prague, the ZIlin Congress Centre,
the complex of Tomas Bata University in Zlin, private residences,
interiors and many others. For her architectural achievements,
Eva Jificnd has been presented with numerous Czech and inter-
national awards and prizes, including several Grand Prix awards
by the Society of Czech Architects. In 1996 she was bestowed
with the Commander of the Order of the British Empire for her
merits in design.

Eva Jificnd is also a prominent personality in education. She has
been a visiting professor at Harvard University, the Royal College
of Arts, Bartlett School of Architecture, and, from 1993 to 2006,
a full-time professor and Head of the Architectural Studio at the
Academy of Arts, Architecture and Design in Prague. Apart from
numerous awards for architecture, Eva Jificna has received seve-
ral honorary doctorates by foreign and Czech universities.

The Czech Technical University in Prague is presenting the honor-
ary degree ,Doctor Honoris Causa” to Architect and Professor Eva
Jificnd as a tribute to this great personality and an homage her
lifelong architectural achievements and many years of teaching in
the field of architecture.
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
